The core activities conducted by the cell during the
year are as follows :

In 2018-19, 113 Girls, 73 Boys, and 5 outside clients (2 Males
and 3 Females) took the benefit of Personal Counselling. In
all, since last March till 28th February 2019, 192 people have
received help from the cell in the form of personal
counselling.

This year the educational tour of UK has
been organised during 21st to 31st May 2019. out of 29
participants, 2 faculty members and  9 students of Joshi
Bedekar College had participated in the same.

Visit to Cambridge University :

 The main focus was on the visit to libraries and
museums of Cambridge University. Fitzwilliam Museum,
Geology Museum, Sedgwick Museum of Earth Sciences
are some of the museums the students had visited. Each of
these museums are maintained by the various departments
of Cambridge University. Through this, the students are
groomed as a researcher. The visit to Trinity College had
been a great learning experience to the teachers and students
alike. It is one of the reputed colleges in Cambridge
University which has produced students and teachers like
Newton, Shrinivas Ramanujan and Amartya Sen. Interaction
with Dr. Krishna Sharma, one of the research scholars of
Trinity college, had been a great learning experience.  The
students had been thrilled and privileged to walk on the
corridor on which great scientists like Newton, Ramanujan
had walked. The colleges in both the Cambridge and Oxford
Universities follow a common pattern, that is, It has a chapel,
a library, dining hall and hostel. The attention has been
given that the students will stay together, study together
and pray together. It is no surprise that the Trinity College
has 33 Noble prize award winners that is considered as
highest record of any college in UK.

Visit to Oxford University

The students had been taken to Oxford University as
the second part of study tour. The stay had been arranged
in Youth Hostel. Oxford needs no explanation in the
academics. It has created a benchmark of its own in the
global fraternity. A visit to the Somerville College had been
arranged to have an interaction with the teaching staff and
students. Somerville is the only college that has admitted
female students in the history of Oxford University. Great
luminaries like, Margaret Thatcher, Indira Gandhi, Cornellia
Sorabji had studied here. The students and teachers had
been highly benefited by a special lecture entitled “ Reading
Mill: The Subjection of Women through Changing Lens”
delivered by Anne Phillips from London School of
Economics. The lecture sensitized students towards the
great utilitarian philosopher John Stuart Mill and his stand
on the empowerment of women. Listening to an altogether
new topic for an hour in British accent has been a great

experience. The students had been briefed by Sara Kalim
who is looking after Oxford India Center which promotes
the cultural exchange between Oxford University and Indian
universities. Students had been briefed about the
scholarship programs that are available to study at
Somerville.

A visit to some of the remarkable museums and libraries
of Oxford University has been an enriching experience.
Ashmolean Museum, History of Science Museum, Pitts
River Museum,Weston Library, Bodlean Library and Oxford
Botanical Garden are some of the  crucial destinations that
gave immense academic insights to the students and
teachers. The exhibition entitled “ Babel’, at Weston Library,
Oxford, which was focused on different languages of the
world has been a great epitome of systematic display of
cultural and linguistic artifacts. A tour of Oxford Street has
been organized. Balliol College, All Soul College, New
College, Radcliffe Camera, Sheldonian Theater, Indian
Institute, Corpus Christi College are some of the important
colleges the students had witness.

Visit to Greenwich Observatory and National Maritime
Museum

British people had been  great navigators. They
explored the world by using boats and maps. It was essential
to them to know the time   while traveling for months together
in a ship. To meet this purpose, a scientific inquiry has been
initiated to fix the meridian of the planet earth. The Kings
appointed an astronomer for this post and titled as “ The
Astronomer Royal”. Greenwich Observatory is such a place
where the meridian divides this earth in two hemispheres. A
well equipped museum of early watches to modern digital
watches had been systematically maintained. Students
learned a great deal of information about the Greenwich
Mean Time popularly known as GMT.

The Visit to the National Maritime Museum, which is
situated in the same premises, has been organized. The
effort has been made to showcase the rich maritime culture
of Britishers to the public. An  exhibitions on the great war
fought by great French General Nepolian and British General
Nelson at Trafalgar has been a great learning experience.
An exhibition on “Rise of East Indian Company” has been
maintained on the second floor. It covers the span of the
rule of East Indian Company and implications of tits rule to
the history of India and Europe. Rare artifacts with a lot of
documentary evidences had been exhibited so picturesquely
that students could learn the history of British rule in India
in an hour. Students had also learned to juxtapose
information with photos and artifacts to prepare a well
documented exhibition. There is a considerable scope in
India to have these kind of exhibitions.

(18th to 26th November 2019)

Vidya Prasarak Mandal has signed  MOU with Kyoto
Sangyo University, Kyoto, Japan  in the year 2011-12 on
cultural exchange program. During last 6 years 5 Japanese
groups (total about 72 students) visited VPM, Thane
campus. For the first time,a group of 18 Indian students and
teachers of Joshi Bedekar College visited Japan from 18th to
26th November 2019 to understand the culture, history and
educational set up of Japan. Dr. Vijay Bedekar, Chairman,
Vidya Prasarak Mandal, Thane and Dr. Sudhakar Agarkar,
Dean, VPM’s Academy of International Education and
Research, Thane, and Dr. Prashant Dharmadhikari, Assistant
Professor, Department of Multimedia and Communication
led the Indian group.

Visit to Kyoto: Kyoto Snangyo University and Buddhist
Shrines

On 20 November, 2019, The group visited three
important temples i.e. Kinkakuji , To-ji and Fushimi Inari
shrine. These are the landmark historical shrines of Kyoto.
Kyoto was capital of Japan for many years and retains it’s
historic signifince till today. The first place that we visited
today was Kinkaku ji Temple, a Zen Buddhist temple and
world heritage site declared by UNESCO. Kinkaku literally
means the golden pavillion. This temple is a hall which
contains relics of Lord Buddha. The garden and buildings ,
centered on the golden pavilion, were said to represent the

pure land of Buddha in the world. The second place the
groop visited was Toji temple. Toji Temple (qg[, TM´ji),
literally “East Temple”, was founded at the beginning of
the Heian Period just after the capital was moved to Kyoto
in the late 700s. The large temple, together with its now
defunct sister temple Saiji (“West Temple”), flanked the
south entrance to the city and served as the capital’s
guardian temples. Toji Temple is one of Kyoto’s many
UNESCO world heritage sites. The third place of our visit
was Fushimi Inari Shrine. Fushimi Inari Taisha) is an
important Shinto shrine in southern Kyoto. It is famous for
its thousands of vermilion torii gates, which straddle a
network of trails behind its main buildings. The trails lead
into the wooded forest of the sacred Mount Inari, which
stands at 233 meters and belongs to the shrine grounds.

On 21 November  2019, Dr. Vijay Bedekar  had a formal
meeting with Shri Terumasa Ohshiro, President (Vice
Chancellor) of Kyoto Sangyo University. It has been
decided to continue and strengthen these exchange
programs. Prof. Yano, Prof. Shiga and Dr. Agarkar
participated in this interaction. Meeting was highly
encouraging and was helpful in  building cultural bridges
between India and Japan. Dr. Kiyokuni Shiga, Vice Dean
and Professor, Faculty of Cultural Studies, Kyoto Sangyo
University has organised a special welcome ceremony for
the VPM, Thane grooup. A typical Japanese style welcome
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has been rendered and much appreciated by all. Dr. Vijay
Bedekar, in his openining remarks spoke about the need of
Indo-Japanese cultural ties. He highlighted the role of Vidya
Prasarak Mandal, Thane in strengthening the cultual
bondings of India and Japan. Dr. Sudhakar Agarkar, Dean,
VPM’s Academy of International Education and Research,
Thane,  spoke about his experiences in organising the
cultural exchange program of Kyto Sangyo University, Japan
and VPM, Thane.

In the afternoon, Dr. Prashant Dharmadhikari,
Assistant Professor, VPM’s Joshi Bedekar College, Thane,
delivered a guest lecture on “Japanese Haikus about India”.
He enumerated the haikus written by Japaneses students
about India when they had visited VPM’s Thane Campus
in September 2019. Prof. Vijaya Khare, Visiting Faculty,
VPM’s Joshi Bedekar College had administered  a Yoga
Session with Japanese students. She demonstrated basic
Yogasanas to students.

Visit to Nara:

On, 22November, 2019, The group reached Nara. This
city houses many Buddhist shrines. Zen Buddhism and
many other branches of Buddhism are practiced here. The
group visited Horyuji temple, Chuguji Temple, Jikoin Zen
Temple, Yakushiji Temple and Toshodaiji Temple.

HM´ryk´ -ji  is a Buddhist temple that was once one
of the powerful Seven Great Temples, in Ikaruga, Nara
Prefecture, Japan. Its full name is HM´ryk´ Gakumonj, or
Learning Temple of the Flourishing Law, the complex serving
as both a seminary and monastery.  Chk´gk´-ji is one of
three nunneries in Yamato whose chief priestesses were
imperial princesses.The site of Chk´gk´-ji has been
designated a Historic Site, and the Edo period Omotegomon
has been registered as a cultural property High on a hill
above Yamato Koriyama, Jikoin is a serene escape from
daily life. It was founded in 1663 by tea master Sekishu
Katagiri, nephew of the Daimyo Katsumoto Katagiri. His
school of tea ceremony became the official style of the
Tokugawa shogunate, and later of the Imperial Japanese
Navy. Yakushi-ji  is one of the most famous imperial and
ancient Buddhist temples in Japan, that was once one of
the Seven Great Temples of Nanto, located in Nara. The
temple is the headquarters of the HossM´ school of
Japanese Buddhism. Yakushi-ji is one of the sites that are
collectively inscribed as a UNESCO World Heritage Site,
under the name of “Historic Monuments of Ancient Nara.”
The main object of veneration, Yakushi Nyorai, also named
“The Medicine Buddha”, was one of the first Buddhist
Deities to arrive in Japan from China in 680, and gives the
temple its name. TM´shM´dai-ji  is a Buddhist temple of
the Risshk´ sect in the city of Nara, in Nara Prefecture,
Japan. The Classic Golden Hall, also known as the kondM´,
has a single story, hipped tiled roof with a seven bay wide
facade. It is considered the archetype of “classical style.”

TM´shM´dai-ji is one of the places in Nara that UNESCO
has designated as World Heritage Site “Historic Monuments
of Ancient Nara”.

On 23 November, 2019 , The group visited Kohufuji
Temple and Todaiji Temple in Nara.  KM´fuku-ji is a
Buddhist temple that was once one of the powerful Seven
Great Temples, in the city of Nara, Japan. The temple is the
national headquarters of the HossM´ school.  TM´dai-ji
is a Buddhist temple complex that was once one of the
powerful Seven Great Temples, located in the city of Nara,
Japan.  Its Great Buddha Hall houses the world’s largest
bronze statue of the Buddha Vairocana, known in Japanese
as Daibutsu. The temple also serves as the Japanese
headquarters of the Kegon school of Buddhism. The temple
is a listed UNESCO World Heritage Site as one of the
“Historic Monuments of Ancient Nara”, together with seven
other sites including temples, shrines and places in the city
of Nara.

Visit to Osaka: Osaka University and Castle

on 24 November, 2019, The group visited Osaka Castle
and Osaka Museum of History which is located at the heart
of city. The group took Aqua Liner River Bus to reach Osaka
Castle. It was a thrilling experience to travel by water bus. It
was told  that the course of water has been changed and
another man-made River is created for inland travel. The
Osaka Castle is one of the monumental buildings of Japan.
It has a great history.  The building near to castle is Osaka
History museum. It houses the permanent exhibition of the
history of Osaka since 5th century. The group had been
accompanied by Prof. Miyagawa and Japanese students
Saori, Yumi and a few more.

On 25 November, 2019,  The group visited Osaka
University, Japan. The visit started with a stroll through the
Mino campus of the university which houses the foreign
languages departments of more that 24 languages across
the globe. After taking lunch, The group had been welcomed
by Dr. Vedprakash Singh and Dr. Tamio Mizokami who teach
Hindi at Osaka University.

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Language – An Eternal Gift

What do you think of when someone mentions
the term ‘technological breakthrough’? Well, you’d
be forgiven for imagining it to be the ability to control
fire, the first printing press, the invention of the steam
engine or even the introduction of the internet. While
these elements are an integral part of who we are
and why we are the way we are today, I feel the
emergence of language is the greatest technological
breakthrough we have had in our 8,00,000 years of
existence on this planet as Homo Sapiens. The things
we do on a daily basis, the idle conversations, the
scientific debates, the endless trade, the unending
gossip, the beautiful literature and the spread and
persistence of our heritage; these are the things we
achieve through communication and we are lucky to
have tools that help us do it in such a complex and
meaningful way.

It is really difficult to define what language is
without missing out on one aspect or another. Well,
let’s do something we often do these days to find it
out i.e. ask the internet.

“The method of human communication, either
spoken or written, consisting of the use of words in a
structured and conventional way.”

That is a fairly satisfactory definition of language
but does it encompass every little nook and cranny
the concept has to offer? Probably not. It is a
complicated aspect of human life that is connected
to our social, cultural and psychological needs. We
also need to remember that while language is a means
of connection, it is also a means of preventing
communication. We often switch to a different
language to prevent someone else from listening in.
There are always two sides to a coin.

Origins and evolution

It is a hotly debated topic between linguists,
biologists, and archaeologists as to how and when
languages came to be. Some say, it happened
because of a mutation in the brain of an ancestor of

ours 90,000 years ago. Others say it was more of a
gradual thing that took thousands if not hundreds of
thousands of years to evolve into what we are familiar
with today. However, the one thing they do agree on
is our current forms, types, and families of language
came about only a few thousand years ago.

Our earliest ancestors i.e. the great apes walked
on four legs and had basic hand gestures for example
– grabbing onto a tree branch, pointing out to a certain
part of the body that needs scratching by another
member of the pack, etc. These gestures were so
basic because their “hands” were engaged in helping
them get around. That being said, it was a means of
communication, which makes it a language, in theory.
The freeing of hands occurred around 2 million years
ago when we became fully bipedal i.e. to be able to
walk on two legs. This increased our ancestors’
ability to have more complex hand and facial gestures
which allowed them to have more detailed
“conversations”. Gradually, these physical gestures
slowly became concentrated in one part of our body
– the mouth. We started “speaking”, a means of
communication far easier and convenient than waving
your hands around. This was the beginning of the
journey that led us to modern languages.

Spread

The Bible says God gave humans language but
when the humans built the Tower of Babel to get
closer to him, he destroyed the tower, thus scattering
them to different parts of the world where the same
language evolved into different, unintelligible forms.

That is a powerful, captivating story but how
languages actually spread? Our ancestors walked out
of Africa around 90,000 years ago before settling
into different parts of the world, evolving their
language, their customs, their cultures and themselves.
In the past 500 years, the spread has language has
been down to increase in trade, exchange of
information and sadly but surely, through colonialism.
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The evolution and spread of humans and
language can be so drastic that a person from China
looks nothing like someone from Britain and their
languages too are completely indecipherable to each
other. That being said, believe it or not, most of the
world’s major languages belong to the same families;
languages so diverse that one wouldn’t even begin
to guess. A language family is a group of languages
that have a common ancestral language or a point of
origin. What do the languages English, Hindi, and
Russian have in common? They belong to the same
family; the largest one, in fact, i.e. The Indo-European
languages. Yes! These languages amongst others like
Sanskrit, Greek, Latin, Iranian, German, Italian even
Lithuanian originated from the same language spoken
almost 6000 years ago. Have you ever wondered
why some words sound so similar in English and
Indian languages? For example – ‘mother’ and
‘mata’, ‘cow’ and ‘gau’, ‘sarpa’ and ‘serpent’ among
others.  Well, now you know. Any language you can
think of that is spoken widely in Europe, South-Asia,
North America, South America and Australia, there
is a good chance It belongs to the Indo-European
language family.

Did you know?

The languages from the Indo-European language
families are spoken natively by over 3.2 billion people
around the world; a full 40% of the world’s total
population.

Similarly, have you ever noticed the languages
spoken in the south of India i.e. - Tamil, Kannada,
Telugu, and Malayalam sound nothing like north
Indian languages? Well, that is because they belong
to a completely different family - The Dravidian
languages.  Another major language family is the Sino-
Tibetan one, which contains languages such as
Chinese (Mandarin, Cantonese), Burmese and
various Tibetan languages, including the ones used in
the north-east of India.

Many languages belong to no family; languages
like Basque, Albanian and even Japanese are a
mystery to us. These are called language isolates;
languages that do not belong to a particular branch
of a language family or in some cases, at all.

Languages and humans

Languages come and go. They have evolved
for millennia and will continue to do so; different
cultures come in contact, exchange languages,
exchange ideas and values. Our languages are
changing every day as newer words get added and
older ones are forgotten. Sometimes, languages go
extinct; many tribal languages whose numbers fall in
the thousands are bound to go extinct, in fact, some
already have. Right now, there are between 6000
and 7000 languages spoken around the world out of
which, just 20 make up half the world’s population.
Linguists predict that about 50-90% of languages
currently spoken will be extinct by the end of this
century - that’s just over 80 years.

Language, speech, writing, these forms of
communication are integral to who we are as a
species, it is what makes us unique; makes us stand
out in the animal kingdom. The concepts are so
intrinsic to our existence, that it throws up some
mind-blowing facts. For example, every single
language in the world that exists and has ever existed
follows the following pattern – The second most
common word is used half as often as the first one,
the third most common is used a third as often as the
first one, the fourth most common as fourth and so
on. This is an amazing discovery and it boggles
people’s minds to this day.

The following is the visual representation of words in
English and how often they appear –
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Similar occurrences are found in other
languages as well –

 

If you sit down and think about it, we are slowly
going back to a visual and gestural form of
communication with our smartphones, PCs, TVs, etc.
We are gradually, but surely evolving into a species
whose communication revolves around speaking less
and doing more. We are never away from a computer
or a phone at any given time of the day; we prefer
speaking to someone over texts than over a phone
or in person. Our conversations are over in minutes
if not seconds and that’s a testament to how far human
beings have come. From our first ancestor that made
a hand gesture, to the ape-like sounds created by
Homo Erectus and the fluid, complex languages of
today, with the emergence of digital technology, we
have become a species that communicates not just
by wagging our tongues but also by wriggling our
thumbs!

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The Economic History of 20 the century India
would not be completed without referring to an
important document, rather a Vision Document called
‘A Plan of Economic Development for India’ which
is also popularly known as ‘The Bombay Plan’. It
was published in 1944-45 and divided in to two parts.
The contributors or writers of The Bombay Plan were
the stalwarts from the world of business from different
parts of India including Bombay city. They were
already the established and reputed business leaders.
The who’s who from Indian business world viz. Sir
Purshotamdas Thakurdas, J.R.D. Tata, G. D. Birla,
Sir Ardeshir Dalal, Sir Shri Ram, Kasturbhai Lalbhai,
A. D. Shroff and John Mathai were the people who
penned this document in order to help government
to design its economic policies in post second world
war period. The writers of the Bombay Plan were
assuming that after the Second World War some sort
of national government would be constituted in India
with a total freedom to make decisions in economic
sphere of the country. Some of these businessmen
were having the title of ‘Sir’ i.e. they were knighted
by the British Monarch which shows that they were
respected by the British government as well. Their
contribution in the business related matters were aptly
recognized by the government of the time.

Sir Purshotamdas Thakurdas was a cotton
trader and was highly respected in the government
circles.

J. R. D. Tata can be considered as the doyen of
Indian business world from 20 th century. He was
born in Paris on 29 July 1904. He was half Parsi and
half French. His father, Ratanji Dadabhoy Tata was
Parsi and first cousin of Jamshedji Tata. As most of
us know, Jamshedji Tata was a premier entrepreneur
from India who had started the Tata Iron and Steel
Company in 1907 at Sakchi, a place in erstwhile
Bihar and now it falls in Jharkhand. Around 1919,
this place was renamed as Jamshedpur by Lord

Chelmsford, the then Governor General of India in
the honour of Jamshedji Tata. The name of J.R.D.
Tata’s mother was Suzanne Briere. He is considered
as the first pilot of India and credited with expanding
the Tata conglomerate by starting new companies
such as Tata Consultancy Services, Tata Motors,
Tata Salt, Voltasand other ventures. He was given
the ‘Legion of Honour’, the highest Award of France.
This Award was constituted long back by the
legendary French Emperor and Warrior, Napoleon
Bonaparte. Government of India also honoured him
with the ‘Bharat Ratna’, the highest Civilian Award
in India. It was JRD Tata who had recommended
the name of Ratan Tata in 1991 to succeed him as
Chairman of Tata Sonsand lead the Tata Group.

Ghanshyam Das Birla a.k.a. G. D. Birla was
born on 10 April 1894 in Pilani Rajasthan. Since pre-
independence time he was known as the ‘Nationalist
Businessman’. He often used to meet Mahatma
Gandhi and they used to write letters to each other.
In 1918 he started the Jute Mill in Calcutta and a
Cotton Mill in Bombay, which he larer on shifted to
Calcutta. He also started paper mills and made a
foray into automibe industry by establishing the
Hindustan Motors. The

famous car models produced by Hindustan
Motors were Contessa and Ambassador. Contessa
was also dubbed as the Indian Mercedes by some
people. He had started the United Commercial Bank
on 6 January 1943. This bank is known as UCO
Bank at present. It was one of the banks nationalised
by Mrs. Indira Gandhi in 1969. G. D. Birla along-
with Purshotamdas Thakurdas had established the
Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and
Industry (FICCI) in 1927. In 1964, he started one
of the top-most Institutes of Higher Technical
Education in India at Pilani, in Rajasthan, it was named
as Birla Institute of Technology and Sciences (BITS).
Some of the prominent alumni of BITS, Pilani are
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Nanaji Deshmukh (Social Worker), Prof. S. P.
Kothari (Academecian), Baba Kalyani
(Businessman/Industrialist- Bharat Forge-Kalyani
Group), Sunil Duggal (Dabur India), Prithviraj
Chouhan (Former Chief Minister of Maharashtra).

Sir Ardeshir Dalal was known as the technocrat
and administrator. In British India he had served on
important adimistrative posts of government. In 1928
he became the first Indian to be appointed as the
Municipal Commissioner of Bombay City. He was
ICS officer. He joined the Tata Group in 1931 as
Director of Tata Iron and Steel Company. He was
with Tata Group from 1931 to 1941 and again from
1945 to 1949. Lord Wavell (Viceroy and Governor
General of India between October 1943 to February
1947) appointed Dalal as the Member of Viceroy’s
Executive Council in 1944 to look after the Planning
and Development.

Sir Shri Ram or Lala Shri Ram was born on 27
April 1884 in Delhi. He was associated with the Delhi
Cloth Mills (DCM). He was the main spirit behind
the establishment of important educational institutions
in Delhi viz. Shri Ram College of Commerce ( Some
of the notable alumni of this College are Late Arun
Jaitley- the former Finance Minister of India, Rakyesh
Omprakash- noted film-maker of ,’Rang De Basanti’
and ‘Bhaag Milkha Bhaag’ fame and actor Gulshan
Grover), Lady Shri Ram College for Women (Notable
alumna of this College are Aung Saan Suu Ki- the
famous political leader of Myanmar, Archana Puran
Singh-actress, Nidhi Razdan-journalist, Mrudula
Mukherjee-historian) and Shri Ram Institute for
Industrial Research among others.

Kasturbhai Lalbhai was born on 19 December
1894 in Ahmedabad. It is said that he was the
descendant of Shantidas Jhaveri, the royal jeweller
of Mughal Emperor, Akbar. His father, Lalbhai had
started the Saraspur Cotton Mill in 1896. He became
the President of Federation of Indian Chambers of
Commerce and Industry in 1934. Ahmedabad Textile
Industry’s Research Association (ATIRA) was
formed by Kasturbhai Lalbhai along-with Vikram
Sarabhai and Shanti Swaroop Bhatnagar in 1947.
He was the Director of Reserve Bank of India (RBI)

from 1937 to 1949. He had donated the land for the
establishment of Indian Institute of Management (IIM)
at Ahmedabad.

A. D. Shroff was born on 4 June 1899. He was
Industrialist, banker and economist. He is regarded
as one of the guiding spirits behind the banking and
insurance business in India. He attended the Bretton
Woods Conference on post war monetary and
financial systems in 1944. He was the founder
Director of the Investment Corporation of India and
Chairman of Bank of India and New India Assurance
Company Limited.

John Mathai was born on 10 January 1886 in
Calicut now known as Kozhikode in Kerala. He was
the Professor of Economics in Madras University.
He also served as the Railway Minister and Finance
Minister under Pandit Nehru. He was the first
Chairman of State Bank of India. He was also the
Vice Chancellor of University of Bombay from 1955
to 1957. Verghese Kurien, the man credited for
bringing White Revolution (Milk Revolution) in India
was his nephew. Mathai had also served as the
Director of Tata Sons Ltd.

The brief profile of the authors and signatories
to the Bombay Plan indicates its significance. These
were the people who had created the niche for
themselves in administration as well as business affairs
of India during British rule. Their achievements had
made the British government to take cognizance of it
and accordingly not only to honour them but also
exploit their expertise in designing and implementing
government decisions, wherever needed.

The Bombay Plan(ners) were contemplatingthat
there would be National Planning Committee and the
Supreme Economic Council for designing and
executing the economic plans respectively. And these
two would function under the control or supervision
of central government. The most important objective
of the Bombay Plan was to double the per capital
income of India within fifteen years from the
implementation of the Plan. The Planners emphasised
that the prime attention to be given for producing
power and capital goods in the beginning while not
neglecting the production of consumption goods for
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consumers. While pondering over the financial aspect
of implementation of the Plan, the authors said that
the real capital of the country is resources in material
and man-power. Once these are mobilised and
properly canalised into economic activity most
important thing is done. The Bombay Plan had
envisagedreasonable standard of living with the
emphasis on food, clothing, shelter, medical relief and
education. The Plan believed that the people should
be able to get balanced diet with 2,800 calories per
day. The Plan stated that on the basis of the population
of 1941 India would require 11,670 million yards of
cloth for fulfilling the clothing needs of the country.
Regarding housing space it stated the need of 100
square feet per person and the estimates for number
of persons per house in 1941 were 5.1. Hence, it
recommended the minimum 500 square feet as the
average area of house where five persons can live
comfortably.

For achieving the Minimum Health Standards,
it recommended the steps such as proper sanitation
and water supply, dispensary for every village, general
hospitals and maternity clinics in towns and special
institutes for treating the tuberculosis, cancer, leprosy,
venereal diseases, etc. The Plan also discussed the
nitty-gritties of above mentioned measures in detail.

The Planners had recommended that all the
persons above the ten years of age should be able to
read and write. It had suggested the school for each
village with minimum basic facilities. It also gave
emphasis on adult literacy. The Plan believed that for
ensuring the minimum standard of living the per capital
income of Rs. 74 was essential at pre-war (Second
World War) prices.

The Plan aimed at threefold increase in the
national dividend or income within fifteen years from
the implementation of it.

The Plan classified the industries into two
categories i.e. Basic Industries and Consumption
Goods Industries. The former included power, mining
and metallurgy, engineering, chemicals, armaments,
transport and cement companies and that of latter
textiles, glass, leather goods, paper, tobacco and oil
Industries mainly.

As far as agriculture was concerned it proposed
increasing agricultural production by 130 per cent
with the suggestion of co-operative farming for
increasing the size of agricultural holdings. It felt the
need of liquidation of the rural or agricultural
indebtedness. The Plan recommended the provision
of Rs. 200 crores capital outlay and Rs. 10 crores
as recurring amount towards conservation of soil and
other measures for improving the quality of land. Apart
from these aspects, it also advised extending the area
of agricultural cultivation and increasing the
production per acre. It talked about the Model Farms
for educating the cultivators.

The Bombay Plan touched most of the important
areas of economy and infrastructure such as transport
and communication, railways, roads, shipping,
education, sources of finance, needs of consumers,
distribution of the national income, full employment
i.e. suitable sources and opportunities of earning to
every adult, urban and rural wages, agricultural prices,
free social services which included the free primary
and middle school and adult education and medical
treatment both in urban and rural areas, due emphasis
on utility services such as electricity, gas, transport,
provision of National Relief Fund, social security
measures, taxation of income, regional development,
etc.

The Bombay Planners also recognized the role
of State and its need based intervention in the
economic affairs of the country. In addition to State
functions such as managing currency and public
finance, collection of statistical information/data,
safeguarding the interests of economically weaker
sections, it expected the State to deal with matters
of ownership, control and management of economic
enterprises. It suggested that enterprises owned by
the State, public utilities, basic industries, industries
using scarce natural resources to be controlled by
the State. Thus, the Bombay Plan suggested the
model of mixed economy in a way by giving space
and defining the role of both the private Enterprise
and the State in economy and industiral sector.

The authors of Bombay Plan were of the opinion
that the Bombay Plan should be split into three five
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year plans and to be implemented accordingly in total
fifteen years.

The Bombay Plan was published in two parts.
The second part of the Plan was not signed by Sir
Ardeshir Dalal as by the time second part was
published in1944, he was appointed
astheMemberforPlanningandDevelopmentin
Viceroy’s Executive Council.

It is advisable for the students of economics,
commerce and management in particular and all other
students in general to study and analyse the Bombay

Plan as it is very important Document which tried to
give important piece of advice to government on
economic affairs. In 2018, the Rupa Publications India
Pvt. Ltd. has published a fantastic book on Bombay
Plan. The title of the book is ‘The Bombay Plan:
Blueprint for Economic Resurgence’. It has been
edited by

Sanjaya Baru who was Media Advisor to Dr.
Manmohan Singh, the former Prime Minister of India
and Lord Meghnad Desai, the UK based economist
and politician. It’s a must read book.
