Tools and Technique: Both, primary and secondary data have been used in the study. The primary data has been collected through the following tools:

· Questionnaires (Prepared by the researcher)

· Personal interview

· Observation

The secondary data obtained from the offices by the authorities of the institutions which are under study.

Analysis of data: Quantitative analysis has been done by the researchers, using the simple Statistical tools, graphs and diagrams.

Variables of the study: Due to time and resources constraint, the following socio-economic and demographic variables have been considered in this study:

Such as Age group, Sex, Caste, Religion, Marital status, Education, Residence, Type of work, Type of family (Joint or Nuclear), Household income, , Family size, No. of school going children, reason for children not going to school, previous work and  reason for leaving native place.
Limitations of the study
There are two main limitations in the study. They are:

· Owing to financial constraints, and time limit, the study has been restricted to only four selected educational institutes of VPM’s management. Other institutes have been totally excluded from the preview of this study.

· There may be many other variables, but the study is focused on selected variable

Major findings of study

· Age: 52(50.9%) respondents are above the age of 35, 39(38.2%) between the age group of 25 to 35, whereas only 11(10.7%) are below the age of 25.

· Sex: 93(90.2%) respondents are male, and only 10(9.7%) are female.

· Caste: Out of total respondents, SC/ST/NT  are  28 (32.5%), OBC are 25(29%), others are 33(38.3%).

· Religion: Out of total respondents, 99(96.1%) are Hindu, only 1(0.9%) is Muslim, and 3(2.9%) are of other religions.

· Marital status: Out of total respondents, 85(82.5%) are married, and only 18(17.4%) are unmarried.

· Education: Out of total respondents, 29(28.7%) are Primary educated, 47(46.5%) are middle educated, and only 25(24.7%) are higher educated.

· Original Residence: Out of total respondents, 90(90%) are from Maharashtra, and 10(10%) are from other states.

· Type of family: Out of total respondents, 74(72.5%) live in joint families, whereas 28(27.4%) live in Nuclear families.

· Family Income: Out of total respondents, the family income of 47(46%) respondents is between 5,000 and 10,000, that of 46(45.1%) is above 10,000, and only that of 9(8.8%) is less than 5,000.

· Size of family: Out of total respondents, 22(21.7%) have a family size of 1 to 4 members, 26(25.7%) have a family size of more than 6 members, and 53(52.4%) have family size of 4 – 6 members.

· Number of children: Out of total respondents, 66(80.4%) have 1 – 3 children, 15(18.2%) have 4 – 6 children, and only 1(1.2%) has more than 6.

· Children going to school: Out of total respondents, 62(79.4%) respondents indicated that their children attend school, whereas 16(20.5%) indicated that their children did not attend school.

· Reason for not going to school: Out of total respondents who said that their children do not attend school, 14(77.8%) stated the lack of any school in the local area, 2(11.1%) stated that their children are employed, and 2(11.1%) cited poverty.

· Previously working: Out of total respondents, 50(51.1%) said yes, and 48(48.9%) said no.

· What kind of job: Out of total respondents, 14(23.3%) indicated that they do office work, 6(10%) indicated that they are into business, and 40(66.7%) said others.

· Reasons for leaving native place: Out of total respondents, 31(63.3%) mentioned unemployment, 2(4%) indicated poverty, and 16(32.6%) indicated other reasons.

· Do you enjoy the work: Out of total respondents, 95(93.1%) said yes, and 7(6.9%) said no.
