Evolving Scientific Terminology in Environmental Science in Regional (Marathi) Language
National Seminar on 2-3 July 2011

Objectives of the seminar: Technical terminology is of no value unless it is made popular and is put in to proper usage.  To maintain uniformity and to avoid confusion, standardization and popularization of terminology is very essential and this is possible only when active deliberations are made on the words coined and useful feedback is obtained from the target community-users or trainees.  Since teachers at various levels are still not adequately equipped with command over Hindi, Marathi or Modern Indian Languages so that they can teach in Hindi or in other Indian Languages, they need to be acquainted with the equivalents coined.  Further, officers and ministerial staff of different Institutions and scientists face problems in using technical terms.  They also need to be properly oriented with technical terminology in Hindi or the regional language(s).
